There are two main purposes for a basic song list: to give new Guiders and new Units a starting place for learning Girl Guide
songs, and to develop a common repertoire across Canada so that girls attending events will experience the feeling of
sisterhood that results from being able to sing the same songs.

The new Girl Guides of Canada song list is called “Step Into Singing” and is divided into three stages:

e Step 1 - songs most Guiding Members know,
* Step 2 - songs girls and women who have been in Guiding for a number of years are likely to know,

* Step 3 - songs experienced singing groups in Guiding know and would like more members to know.

The songs in Step 1 are not necessarily easier than those listed in Steps 2 and 3; they are just better known. Therefore, Units
can begin by learning or reviewing the songs in Step 1, many of which you may be familiar with anyway. Then see how

many you can learn from Steps 2 and 3. You will notice that each Step includes a few songs from many different categories,
to give you a well-rounded repertoire.

Should Units sing songs only from the basic list? Do you need to learn all of the basic songs before trying others? Certainly
not! Our publications are full of great songs, many of which may be favourites in your Unit, Area or Province. Feel free to
sing any or all of them -- and others -- to your heart’s content!

Remember, “Step Into Singing” is only a starting point. So go ahead, brush up your vocal cords, put on your favourite

“singing” shoes, and take that first “Step Into Singing
